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1) “Jesus finds me” activity

Play hide-and-seek with the child, pretending to be Jesus, or
hide a stuffed toy/photo of the child and have the child find it.

Option: If you have a Children’s Bible, read the story of the
Good Shepherd and explain how Jesus is the Good Shepherd
who always finds the lost sheep. Jesus loves us always.

2) “Jesus loves me always” game
(a different take on “Simon says”)

Reminding them that Jesus is with them always, instruct the
child to perform certain actions when you say the action words
“Jesus loves me when I..."
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3) Shadow game

Using a flashlight, demonstrate how
shadows work. Explain how Jesus is like
our shadow. He is always with us, in our
hearts, with our family and our friends.
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
